Secretary’s Report

Well, another season has come and gone. Despite the long gaps caused by rain and the summer
holiday break, the club certainly crammed in quite a bit in the past twelve months.

The past year has been a big milestone for Rooty Hill. Many of the former committee, including many
who were instrumental in founding and establishing the club, moved on after many years of excellent
service. In their place came a committee with a new level of enthusiasm and an equal level of
commitment to make Rooty Hill the best club in the Association. New members such as Richard
Robertson (President), Steve Baker (Treasurer) and Kylie Menouhos (Uniform / Equipment) joined
former committee members Kim Robertson (Vice President and GWBA Delegate), Colin Jeffery
(Registrar and Youth Club Delegate), Phil Larkin (Umpires), Ben Irmisch (Grounds) and yours truly.
Running a committee is a time and effort consuming task and | thank all of my colleagues for their
efforts this year.

| would like to especially thank two groups of people without who the club would have been so much
poorer this year. The canteen committee of Robyn and Steve Baker and Leah Flaxman did a
sensational job and was the financial mainstay of our club. Likewise the grounds crew of Ben Irmisch,
Michael Wilcox and Colin Jeffery ensured our diamonds were presented in as good a shape as
possible right throughout the season.

I would like to thank each and every one of the coaches, managers, scorers and umpires who did their
bit this year. Every one of these people worked in a voluntary capacity and sometime in tough
conditions. It is so easy to sit back and be critical of people and the decisions they make, without ever
appreciating the many hours of effort they put in. In particular, our coaches on average gave up
approximately four to five hours per week for training and game time and even more away from the
diamond in team preparation and game planning. Our umpires and scorers sacrifice the opportunity to
sit back and watch in order to ensure the game can be played. Our managers spend time organising
the dugouts and making sure our kids get on the diamond in the right order. Without these people,
there are no games and no club.

Elsewhere in this yearbook there will be stories about individual teams and their players. The players
are why our club exists and, whilst we were down in number for the past junior season, there was no
shortage of heart. Rooty Hill fielded nine teams, four of whom made semi finals and three of which
made finals. While there were no grand finalists this year, our club has a platform from which we can
certainly compete against the best the Association has to offer in the future.

Rooty Hill provided 19 representative players this season, including three who travelled to St Louis,
USA with the NSW Junior Baseball league. All are recognised elsewhere in this yearbook and are to
be congratulated on their efforts. Special mention must go to former Rooty Hill juniors Todd van
Steensel and Grant Piccoli, who represented NSW AA in the Under 18s Championships in Perth in
January. NSW finished runner up in the tournament, but not before Todd in particular impressed keen
judges and won a minor league contract with the Philadelphia Phillies organisation in the US. Both
boys are examples of what hard work and dedication can do and should serve as an inspiration to our
up and coming juniors.

Our club has also excelled in major events organisation this season. For the first time, PvH played host
to a round of the Association Cup (Greater Western vs Ryde-Hornsby). In March, the club hosted the
Under 10 Rookie Cup Tournament, with teams from Cronulla and Bankstown competing and six of our
own players involved. Both days were huge successes and bode well for future events to be hosted by
our club. | must thank the volunteers who assisted at both events and did such a great job from
umpiring, ground preparation and canteen. Special mention goes to our juniors who involved
themselves in raffle sales.



Of concern to me as Secretary this year was a number of unsavory incidents involving parents, umpires
and coaches. Itis my mission to ensure that Rooty Hill plays fair first and foremost, and the club will be
implementing sports rage strategies in the next twelve months to ensure that our players and officials
are treated with fairness and respect. We are never going to always agree with the umpire (especially
at away grounds) and sadly there will always be those who think they are bigger than the game. The
key thing to remember is that we are all here for the players — the children — who are learning and
hopefully enjoying their chosen sport. Like the slogan says — be a sport, just support.

And so to the future. Greater Western adopts the ABF age matrix for Little League in 2008/09 and it
will significantly change our age structure. The 12s competition will be replace by a little league
competition involving 10, 11 and 12 year old players and there are likely to be changes to the 14s and
16s competitions as we know them. All of this will be revealed in due course.

| hope everyone managed to get something out of the season and hope that we see everyone back for
a better, brighter and hopefully more fun year next year.

Registration details for 2008/09

Subject to confirmation, the 2008/09 season will commence about Saturday 7 September 2008
and will run through until late March 2009.

To register with the Blues, players must have the following important items:

- aparent or guardian with a current Rooty Hill RSL Club membership
- acompleted Baseball Club registration form
- acompleted Rooty Hill RSL Youth Club membership form

Please note that the Baseball Club cannot accept a registration for any junior player without a
parent or guardian holding a current Rooty Hill RSL membership. RSL Club membership
must be sighted by the Baseball Club committee before registration can be accepted. This is
a requirement of the Rooty Hill RSL Youth Club and is important for insurance purposes.
Senior players must also have RSL Club membership. If these conditions are not met, the
player cannot participate in games involving the Blues.

RSL Club membership can be obtained for 1 year or three years at the reception desk.

The Blues will conduct registration days in July and early August. Fees for the new season will
be announced following the club’s Annual General Meeting in May.



Little League and the 2008/09 Competition

The Little League Age Structure will be adopted by Greater Western in 2008/09, in line with Baseball NSW
recommendations and the competition structures of other Associations. Little league will mean significant
changes to the way baseball is run in this Association.

What age group will | play in?
The naming of the competitions is to be confirmed, however based on previous seasons age groups and what is
understood about the actual little league age group, this is what can be expected:

1 May 1999 — 30 Apr 2000 9s Zooka (U10: 1 Jan 1999 — 31 Dec 1999)
1 May 1998 — 30 Apr 1999 Little League Minor (U12: 1 Jan 1998 — 31 Dec 1998)
1 May 1997 — 30 Apr 1998 Little League (note 3) (U12: 1 Jan 1997 — 31 Dec 1997)
1 May 1996 — 30 Apr 1997 Little League Major (U14: 1 Jan 1996 — 31 Dec 1996)
1 May 1995 — 30 Apr 1996 U14 Liveball (U14: 1 Jan 1995 — 31 Dec 1995)
1 May 1994 — 30 Apr 1995 U14 Liveball (U16: 1 Jan 1994 — 31 Dec 1994)

Notes

1. Greater Western has traditionally incorporated 5 and 6 year old players in a single non-competition league
(i.e. Under 7). There is no suggestion that this will change.

2. Under the Baseball NSW matrix, 8s is listed as “Rookie Ball’. This may be tee ball, zooka or a mixture
depending on the individual association. Traditionally, Greater Western have played this group as tee ball,
however clarification is being sought prior to registration.

3. The actual Little League competition is for players aged 10, 11 or 12. Our current understanding of the Little
League playing rules is that a 10 year old (under the above age range) is only eligible to play minor league, a
12 year old is only eligible to play major league, while 11 year olds may be selected in either competition.
How this actually applies to competition in Greater Western will be clarified before registration.

Age Eligibility

With the structure of the little league competition adjusting age eligibility, what used to be U14 and U16 effective
becomes U17 and U15, meaning some players can actually play an additional season of junior baseball. Under
the old structure, players born between 1 May 1992 and 31 December 1992 would have to play seniors, but can
now remain in junior competition. Likewise, players born 1 January 2004 to 30 April 2004 who under the previous
age structure would have waited until 2009/10 season will now be allowed to play in 2008/09.

Reps

Baseball NSW have indicated that there will be a representative competition for 16s, 14’s and Little League. This
will still be known as Sydney Championship and Association Cup. In the little league age group, only players in
major league (11s and 12s) will be eligible. There is no indication at this time on what is available for 10s
(formerly first year Under 12s) or 9s (formerly under 10s) in 2008/09. It is understood that in addition to the
BNSW competition, players from Greater Western Little League Major will still be eligible to contest the NSW
Divisional Little League final with the end incentive to go all the way to the USA for the Little League World Series.

The Committee will provide more information about the new age and competition structure during club
registrations in July, and on the web at www.rootyhillbaseball.com as information is available.
